Relevance of the topic of the thesis is due to the fact that in recent years
increasingly popular study of the history of the complex relationships of the
Golden Horde and Russia, as members of the interaction-tion of nomadic peoples
and agrarian civilization. All processes proish-flown to the Golden Horde and the
Grand Duchy of Moscow, have been associated with each other, and had a great
influence on the ethnogenesis of the Russian, Belarusian-tion, Ukrainian
nationalities and formation of Eastern Europe in the tse-breakage. Without
studying the relationship of the Russian principalities and the Golden Horde can
not be fully understanding of the historical processes that led to the under-
development of modern East nations.

The object of research the history of the Eastern European region in the
late Middle Ages. The subject - political, economic and cultural relations of the
Moscow principality and the Golden Horde in the 1380-1480 biennium.
