Relevance. At a turn of the 19th and 20th centuries the periodicals in
Russia became more active to enter life of the country and society. Newspapers
and magazines turned into the terrible weapon on a big political scene.
Numerous parties and the unions tried to gain authority and to inform of the
ideas the population, using the appeared "printing resource". Information wars
are widely used and today, and therefore this subject is actual and topical.

The thesis purpose - to analyse contents of periodicals of party of
revolutionary socialists in 1902-1917, their authority, influence on masses and
the taking place events. Object of work — information policy, a subject -
periodicals of party of Social Revolutionaries. The principles of objectivity,
historicism, systemacity and valuable approach became a methodological
basis of the thesis.

The basic provisions submitted for protection. From program
documents and articles which were published in newspapers it is possible to
draw a conclusion that the ideology of party was far from absolute terrorism as
about that there was a contradictory opinion. At a certain stage of the
development Social Revolutionaries really considered terror the important and
necessary weapon, but then have almost completely departed from radical
methods of fight. What, perhaps, has in some way played against them as
Social Revolutionaries lacked determination and sharpness (including in mass
media) just and at the crucial moment
