ABSTRACT

Far direction of foreign policy of the Soviet Union in the 1930s

Object: the foreign policy of the Soviet Union in the 1930s.

Subject : Far-Eastern direction of the foreign policy of the Soviet Union in
the 30s of XX century.

The aim of the thesis: analysis of the peculiarities of the foreign policy of the
Soviet Union in the Far East in the 1930s.

Methods: the principles of objectivity, historicism, scientific functions
(synthesis and comparison, analysis and synthesis) and specially-historical
methods (historical-genetic, historical and comparative).

The relevance of the research problem under the current situation today is
quite high. Until now, border issues in the Far East is very controversial, besides
the confrontation of the Russian Federation with foreign countries requires
cooperation with the eastern neighbors.

Results: Realizing the danger of being drawn into a war on two fronts, the
Soviet leadership attention is paid to strengthening the defense capability of the
Far East. Placed significant contingents of the armed forces, established the
Pacific front, allocated substantial resources for the construction of defense
facilities, being equipped with the latest troops at the time of weapons and
equipment, improve the organizational structure of command and control. Non
aggression pact was signed with China in 1937. All this has allowed the end of
1930 to move to the military policy reflect Japan's aggressive intentions, which
led to the end to defeat the Japanese forces on r. Hasan and r. Halhin-Gol.

Recommended use: The results can be used for the preparation of teaching
materials and lecture on the history of Russia, as well as the history of
international relations.
