3. Text of the abstract.

The object of this research is foreign relations of Nigeria at the present
stage. The subject of the research is the development of cooperation between
Nigeria and countries and international organisations.

The aim of this research is describing the advancement of the relations
between Nigeria and certain countries and international relations during the period
2000-2015.

The methods of this research are general philosophical (the dialectical
method, the principle of historicism, the principle of the unity of logical and
historical, the principle of determinism), general scientific (analysis, synthesis,
abstraction, generalization, comparison, analogy, simulation, systems analysis,
structural analysis, interdisciplinary approach) and special scientific (biographical ,
historical comparison, analytical forecast).

Findings and novelty. This is the first systematic research in the Belarusian
historiography outlining the foreign relations of Nigeria at the present stage. The
thesis identifies the key challenges defining the need for deepening the bilateral
relations. The current level of cooperation has been estimated and the prospects of
bilateral relations development have been proposed.

Authenticity of the materials and the findings of the thesis. The materials
used in the thesis and its findings are authentic. The research was conducted
independently.

Recommendations on the use of the findings. The findings of this research
can be used to continue studies on the foreign relations of Nigeria at the present
stage and in writing of monographs and textbooks. The study may be of interest as
the multilateral relations model, considering the necessity of creating the strategy
of the Republic of Belarus towards participation in cooperation and integration in

the post-Soviet region.
