GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE THESIS

Purpose - analysis of the legal institution of jury, in particular the pre-
revolutionary and contemporary Russian jury.

The object of the research is a set of social relations that took place in Russia
in the late XIX - early XX centuries and available in the Russian Federation that
are associated with the administration, structure and functioning of jury trials.

The subject of the research is the pre-revolutionary and the current
legislation of the Russian Federation on the jury, as well as materials
characterizing the activities of this institute in practice.

During the process of work the following results were obtained:

1. Institute of jury trials has great potential to become the best known forms
of justice in criminal matters to mankind.

2. The jury in the Russian Federation has a lot of shortcomings and needs an
overhaul. Otherwise it is better to cancel this institute.

3. The best way to improve the jury trial in Russia is the maximum use of
the special socio-psychological mechanisms that bring together twelve randomly
selected people in the board, to make independent and responsible decision.

The novelty of these results is that they are based on the study of social
relations associated with the reform of jury in the Russian Federation at the present
time.

Master's thesis structure is represented by four chapters, each consisting of
two paragraphs where jury in Russia in the second half of XIX - early XX
centuries and jury in the Russian Federation is characterized; the legal bases of
activity of a jury are studied, the problems of the verdict by the jurors are
considered.

The total volume of the thesis is 94 pages. The thesis contains 104 sources, 1
application.
