The research subject: the usage of linguistic rules, built in Nooj
icon-based editor for purpose of processing the English text corpus in order to
detect stylistic devices and expressive means used in them.

The objective: to develop reference linguistics rules in order to find
stylistic devices and expressive means in literary works, to show and analyze
the work of program's algorithms and debugging stages.
