ABSTRACT

The object of research is: the legal relationship, which developing between
participants of criminal process during the testimony of a witness and a victim and
their subsequent assessment; the process of formation of the testimony of various
participants in the criminal process and its individual features; as well as the factors
influencing the reliability of testimony.

Purpose of the work is: study of the categories «witness testimony» and
«testimony of the victim», the analysis of the legal status of these participants of the
criminal process, study the process of formation of the evidence of witnesses
(victims), as well as the analysis of problems of implementation of rules of evidence
that determine the admissibility, relevancy and the credibility of the testimony of the
witness and the victim as evidence used in criminal proceedings.

The methods that were used in this work: historical, comparative-legal
(comparing national criminal-legal norms of different countries), formal-legal,
systematic approach (consideration of the issue from the perspective of various
academic disciplines), the method of analysis. And also the analysis of criminal cases
has been carried out.

In this diploma work the analysis of the categories «witness testimony» and
«testimony of the victimy is carried out. Special attention is paid to the peculiarities
of interrogation of witnesses and victims. A number of issues arising from this were
identified, and relevant proposals were made for their solution. And also a number of
proposals were made to improve the procedural status of the victim.

The criminal cases analyzed in this diploma work show that, in practice,
problems arise when assessing the testimony of victims and witnesses. This fact
testifies to the imperfection of the Institute of testimony.

Witness testimony and testimony of the victim are one of the most important
sources of evidence in a criminal case. Because of their importance the provisions
relating to testimony of witnesses and victims, are still actively studied by jurists of
various countries.
