ABSTRACT

Aim of the paper is to outline the priority motivation types, historical, cultural
and linguistic characteristics of renomination in XX-XXI century Belarusian ur-
banonymy.

Topicality of the research is determined by the following: a) there is growing
interest towards urban culture among scientists, in particular, towards urbanonyms
as its carriers; b) data on renomination is needed to fully systematise intracity to-
ponymy; ¢) renomination phenomenon is multi-dimensional, and has been quite
active in XX-XXI centuries.

Object of the research is Belarusian urbanonyms involved into the XX-XXI
century renomination process as initial and final (over 2000 units total, taken from
reference books and manuals). Subject is the motives and semantic models of Bel-
arusian urbanonym renomination.

Methods of research: descriptive, structural, linguocultural analysis, ele-
ments of statistical analysis.

Results of the research: a) linguistic and extralinguistic prerequisites for re-
nomination as a type of language reform have been arranged by priority (phono-
symbolic connotations of geographic names, cumulative features of proper name
semantics, reflexes of old impressions of object-name isomorphism, pragmatic sit-
uation of the nominator etc.); 6) sociocultural and linguistic regularities of Russian
and Belarusian topo-object renomination in XX-XXI centuries have been deter-
mined; B) semantic models of urbanonym replacement typical for Belarus have
been defined, their activity has been outlined.

Scientific novelty consists in the fact that the paper elaborates upon the sys-
temic character of re- and counter-nomination processes in urbanonymy, outlines
their tendencies and regularities as well as the influence of sociolinguistic, social,
political and other factors have on the nature of urbanonyms and the frequency at
which certain types of intracity names occur, which is substantial for both topo-
nymics and proper name theory as a whole. Practical significance of the research
consists in the fact that its results can be used for teaching specialized courses on
onomastics and sociolinguistics.
