Object of research: prejudice about disabled people.

Aim of work: to identify the students’ prejudice content about people with
different types of physical disabilities.

Method of the research: interrogation method.

The prejudice subject about people with different types of disabilities is not
sufficiently elaborated. The manifestations of prejudices against physically
challenged people include the discrimination in the society and the derogatory
attitude of employers, colleagues and family.

Six factors describing and structuring the content of prejudice about disabled
people were determined in the experimental part of this thesis. Significant
differences in prejudices against people with different types of physical disabilities
were determined. In addition, some specific peculiarities in students’ prejudice
based on gender and university training were ascertained.

This thesis can be used for organizing various activities concerning the
adaptation and rehabilitation of physically challenged people.
