Object of research: representations about loneliness.
Subject: Features representations about loneliness in elementary, middle and
high school students.
Aim of work: To study age-related feature representations about loneliness
in children during schooling.
Method of work: a focus group.

"A man should be alone, only then he will be able to note that he was not
alone and never had one." V. Frankl

Only the awareness of himself as an individual personality opens up
possibilities to choose your own path on which there is a really deep meetings with
other people, establishing a relationship with them. However, this awareness can
be painful, and often avoiding meeting with his own loneliness becomes a person
avoiding a meeting with yourself.

A study conducted in the framework of the diploma work, find a statistically
significant relationship between age of respondents, and the causes and strategies
to resolve the situation alone, and found some correlation between the causes of
loneliness and strategies out of the situation. Revealed the ratio of children to be
alone in terms of positive / negative impact of this phenomenon on their
personality and life in general.

The results deepen the understanding of the phenomenon of loneliness, his
age feature. Theoretical and experimental data can be used as a scientific basis in
the correctional and therapeutic work with children suffering from loneliness, as
well as consultation for parents and teachers, with workshops on this issue, the
organization works with students and their parents in the sphere of education
Institutions.

The results of this study contribute to the development of the Belarusian
science with regards to themes of loneliness and psychology of age.
