Object of research — the ultimate meanings of life.

The purpose of the study is to identify what features ultimate life
expectations of students with the subject and object relationship to reality.
Objectives: 1) define the concept of marginal life expectations;

2) to define the concept of subjective and objective relationship to reality;

3) identify what limit vital senses have priority students;

4) to identify the subject or object of the attitude in students;

5) to establish the specific limit of life expectations of students with the
subject and object relationship to reality.

The main hypothesis: It is assumed that the students of the faculty of
philosophy and social Sciences is dominated by the subject-subject relation to
reality, and students of physical faculty is dominated by the subject-subject relation
to reality. Methodology and research methods: this paper used the work of
Vladimir PetrovichZinchenko, Alexei NikolaevichLeontiev, Dmitry A. Leontiev,
Boris Sergeyevich Brother, Alexander Romanovich Luria,
AlexeiMikhailovichPolyakova. In our research we used the method of experiment
and survey method. The study used an experiment that was presented in the book
by A. M. Polyakov, "the subject and the symbol" helps to simulate the test
"symbolic" and "subject" attitude of consciousness. Also was taken "Methods of
ultimate meanings" by D. A. Leontiev, this technique was developed by the author
in an attempt to find new, innovative approaches to the empirical study and
diagnosis of these difficult-to analysis of the structures of subjective reality as a
dynamic semantic system of consciousness.

The methodology was implemented in a relatively new methodological
approach to the research of the semantic systems through their reflection in the
individual's worldview.

Sample

The sample of this research are the students of the Belarusian state
University of the Republic of Belarus. In the composition of the sample consisted



of 40 students of 4-5 courses of two faculties: the Faculty of philosophy and social
Sciences and the faculty of physics. Scientific novelty of the study of the
peculiarities of the ultimate life meanings and subjective and objective reality, is
caused by insufficient development of the topic in the Republic of Belarus.

The practical significance of the results is that this study will contribute to
the study of the problem of consciousness.
