The object of the study: manipulative behavior.

The subject of the study: the perception of psychosomatic patients’
manipulative behavior by their families.

The objective of the study: to examine the perception of psychosomatic
patients’ manipulative behavior by their families.

The method of work: interview.

Different diseases, disorders including psychosomatic, influence on the inner
world of a patient, his motives, feelings. The changes also refer to the sphere of
human behavior. Psychosomatic patients can use a non-adaptive forms of behavior,
such as manipulation, to communicate with other people, to cope with the disease,
a life situation and so on. It’s important for the science of psychology to
understand the features of behavior strategies used by people with psychosomatic
disorders in the interaction with others.

The study, as a part of the thesis, has demonstrated the method of interview
opportunities in the study of perception of psychosomatic patients’ manipulative
behavior (for example, the respondents whose relatives believe and call themselves
patients with hypertension). During the study we found differences in the
perception of psychosomatic patients’ manipulative behavior among different
groups of relatives: spouses who perceive manipulation in the domestic sphere and
children who believe that manipulation is used to attract attention. This work can
be used for further researches in the field of manipulative behavior, and also for the
extension of knowledge about the psychology of influence and the influence of the
opposition.
