Object of research: presentation of parenthood

Aim of work: to study the characteristics of ideas about parenting in
different periods of a child's learning at school

Method of the research: theoretical analysis, interviews and survey
methods, the method of attributing qualities.

The importance of the study of this topic is related to the fact that education
in early childhood, has a great influence on the formation of ideas about parenting,
and accordingly for the future parenting of children.

Research conducted as part of the thesis has allowed to look at a practical
example of particular ideas about parenting in different periods of a child's learning
in school (junior, middle and senior school age). There were identified some
characteristics and differences among these age groups in the perception of
parenting:

- In primary, middle and high school students a similar image of the ideal
parent (based on human values) and close to the image of their parents. Children
want to be like their parents.

- Understanding of the parenting at younger schoolboys diffuse, based on
their own experience (the children say the words their parents about motherhood
and fatherhood).

- To the senior school age ideas about parenting differences are specified and
include parent-child interaction, child-child.

- Children of all ages have noted the need for a parent to spend a lot of time
with children. At older ages, some respondents are not ready yet to demonstrate a
willingness to parenthood.

This work can be used for further research in the field of parenting.
