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Emotional Intelligence of students with varing degrees of involvement in
electronic social networks.

The object of the research: emotional intelligence.

The subject of the research: emotional intelligence of students with varying
degrees of involvement in electronic social networks.

The aim of the research: to characterize the emotional intelligence of students
with varying degrees of involvement in electronic social networks.

The method of the research: a survey.

In this study, a questionnaire was designed to determine the degree of
involvement in the ESN. It was found that the users with a higher degree of
involvement in the ESN have a lower level of emotional intelligence than the
users with a less expressed degree of involvement in the ESN. It was also found
that people with a higher degree of involvement in the ESN are less able to control
their emotional state and expression and less able to influence the emotional state
of other people. However, users with a higher degree of involvement in the ESN
have a higher level of understanding of their own emotions and emotions of other
people.

The results obtained in this study allow to form a more certain picture of the
emotional intelligence of users with varying degrees of involvement ESN, correlate
the degree of involvement in ESS with features of emotional intelligence.

The data obtained can be used to analyze the frequency of use, users’
activities and user profiles in ESN for positions that require some certain emotional
intelligence of the employee.
