Object of research: emotional intelligence.

Item of research: emotional intelligence of boys and girls from different
sociometric state.

Aim of work: to identify the level of emotional intelligence of boys and girls
from different sociometric state.

Methods of the research: "The test for emotional intelligence N. Hall" and the
method of sociometric measurements Y.L. Kolominsky.

The phenomenon of emotional intelligence is recognized around the world a
growing number of researchers. The importance and necessity of developing the
components of emotional intelligence as the factors contributing to the personal
and professional growth of the individual and affect his success in life, and
indisputable.

In a study conducted within the framework of this thesis, we detected
differences in the level of emotional intelligence of boys and girls from different
sociometric state. The findings of the study suggest that differences in the damage
of all scales of emotional intelligence (emotional awareness, control your
emotions, self-motivation, empathy, recognizing the emotions of others), as well as
in the integrative level of emotional intelligence are not statistically significant.
This suggests that the possession of members of the group or that sociometric
status is not related to their level of emotional intelligence, and may be due to other
factors and personal characteristics of group members. Possible causes of such data
and their psychological interpretation set forth in the empirical part of the thesis.

This work can be used for further research in the field of emotional
intelligence.
