Object of research: notions of synthetic smoking blends.

Aim of work: to characterize the notion of synthetic smoking mixtures
students using psychoactive substances

Method of the research: analysis of the concepts of psychoactive substances
among students.

Some psychoactive substances in our society tolerant attitude (alcohol,
nicotine), unlike narcotic substances for which the use of taboo.

A study conducted in the framework of the thesis, allowed students to
consider the submissions of psychoactive substances such as alcohol, nicotine,
tobacco, synthetic mixture. There were no difference by gender and specialty, in
which respondents were trained (technical / humanitarian). The same group were
compared, respondents who consumed either alcohol or nicotine, and those who
are not in substance use. It was found that negative perceptions of students about
synthetic smoking blends, they represent the opinion of respondents mortal danger
and are considered as drugs. This work can be used in the development and
implementation of preventive measures to prevent the spread of drug use among
the population.
