Theme: Organization and documentary practice of the chancelleries of the
Merovingian and Carolingian.

Topicality: Regarding the chancellery as one of the most important structures in the
state administration as well as its personal composition is the subject of the discipline
"History of state institutions," the textbook on which, by the way, was recently
published in the Belarusian State University and touches upon the history of public
institutions of Belarus. Also the presented detailed analysis of the acts is performed
using the methods of source study, diplomatics, sphragistics and the French
chancellery itself is the subject of the study.

The aim of the graduate work is to reveal trends in the chancellery and its
documentary practice during the reign of the Merovingian and Carolingian. The
object of the graduate work is chancellery Merovingian and Carolingian in its
historical development, the subject is evolution of positions and functions of
employees, as well as the formularies of acts. Methodological basis of the graduate
work are the principles of objectivity, historicism, systemic and value approach.
The main provisions for defense. Merovingian chancellery originates from the
traditions of the Roman Empire but in the course of its development acquires their
own unique features. Changes in the structure of the institution are accompanied by
changes both in the name and staff functions. The rise to power of the Carolingian
dynasty increases the observed gap. At the head of chancellery now stands a
completely different person, which is primarily connected with his religious
affiliation, and only secondly with the changes in staff responsibilities. Due attention
1s also paid to the process of drawing up acts in several stages. Another significant
part of the thesis refers to the documentary practice of the royal chancellery, studying
documents published at that time using formulary analysis. Diplomas of
Merovingian and Carolingian Chancellery are somehow alike in form, the common
and the difference between them lie in the formulas applied in their compilation.
