The object of study is the sethian texts from the Nag Hammadi library.

The purpose of the work is to find out in what way the sethian texts from
manuscripts Nag Hammadi library can be the sources for study of sethianism.

The methodological base of research is determined by a dialectical approach to
the study of historical phenomena. The research is based on the historicism principle,
which enables examining the object in the development process. There are several
particular traditional methods applied: historico-genetic, historico-comparative,
historico-typological and historico-systematic ones.

Graduation work contains description of historiography and the source base
characteristic, the directions of studying of the Nag Hammadi manuscripts, detailed
external criticism of sources, sethian texts, highlighted within the Nag Hammadi
library; the grouping within the manuscripts according to the content and chronology,
the performed analysis of sources storage organization, the investigated features of
sethianism doctrine.

The work has theoretical and practical value due to its contribution to the
studying of technical features of the Nag Hammadi manuscripts, organization of
storage and use of the library’s documents as well as to the studying of sethianism
doctrine itself.
