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Object of research: drug addiction

Subject of research: the relationship between adolescents drug addiction and
types of family nurture and parents’ level of income

Purpose of research: to describe the relationship between adolescents drug
addiction and types of fam-ily nurture and parents’ level of income.

The results. Parent family is a field of primary socialization, where the identity
of the teenager is formed under the influence of family factors that help or hinder the
in-itiation and subsequent drug abuse. In connection with this analysis and study of
the characteristics of the family environment allows to identify risk factors of ad-
diction to drug use.

A study conducted in the framework of the thesis, showed sex differences in
motives of adolescents’ drug use. Also, the relationship types of family nur-ture and
the adolescents’ drug addiction has been set. In addition, the author dis-closes
particularly of the relationship of the family income and the motives of drug use by
adolescents.

The results may be used by medical workers, pedagogues, and psycholo-gists
in diagnostics and detection of risky groups, development of preventive and
corrective programs and trainings for adolescents and their parents.
