The results. Students fill different symbolic meaning emotionally
expressive elements of the picture. However, the data on this issue, resulting from
research, several different. In the first case, one can observe the predominance of
individual meanings of the already adopted in drawing of a nonexistent animal. In
another case, a certain symbolic parameters drawing of a nonexistent animal taken
as indicators of aggression and anxiety, have the same meaning for the majority of
respondents. However, one can not ignore the possibility of manifestation of
personal meanings.
