Motives of the drugs use among the students of humanitarian and

Object of research:motives of the use of drugs.

Subject of research: motives of the drugs use among the students of
humanitarian and technicalspecialties.



Purpose of research: to define distinctions in motives of the drugs use
among the students of humanitarian and technicalspecialties.

The results. Distinctions in hierarchy and power of interrelation of motives
of the use of drugs among the students of humanitarian and technicalspecialtiesare
found.

The following groups are revealed among students of humanitarian and
technicalspecialties (n = 120): negatively motivated (n = 44), inclined to drugs use
(n=71), drug addicts (n =5).

It is determined that inclined to the drugs use (n = 26) and drug-addicted
students (n = 5) are included into group of the students who don't have
predisposition to the profession.

Distinctions in hierarchy and power of interrelation of manifestation of
motives of the use of drugs are found among the students predisposed to specialty
and who don't have predisposition. There are some similarities in the order of the
hierarchy of motives, so, for example, all students have hedonistic motives on the
first place, and traditional appear less likely.

Differences in the expression of the motives of the girls and boys were found
in atarakticheskih, psevdokulturnyh, addictive and motives of self-harm.

In the hierarchy of motives for drug use among students, there are
differences and similarities. In the humanities there is the following hierarchy of
motives: hedonistic, ataractic and addictive motives present in the beginning of the
hierarchy, as well as students of technical specialties, followed by withdrawal,
hyperactivity motives, self-harm, submissive, psevdokulturnye traditional.
Technical students have motives:hyperactivation, withdrawal, submissive and
psevdokulturnye being equally authentic manifestations of motives, self-harm,
traditional.
