Object of research: Propensity to drug abuse among teenagers

Subject of research: connection between propensity to drug abuse and
personality accentuation among teenagers in city and rural schools

Purpose of research: determine the nature of connection between drug
addiction and personality accentuation among teenagers in city and rural schools

The results. Most students have a field dependence cognitive style. A greater
percentage of field dependence was found among women. Students with this
cognitive assess advertise with affective component. For them, it is important that the
advertisement was attractive and aroused interest. Students with field independence
cognitive style in relation to the print advertising dominated the cognitive component.
Students with impulsive cognitive style define such factors as "attractiveness",
"creativity", "emotional" component of advertising. Cognitive component
emphasized the least. Students with reflective style believe that advertising is credible
and important to them. They consider that emotions and feelings are important in
relation to print advertising.
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
