WOMEN IN SOCIAL STRUCTURE OF BELARUSIAN TOWNS'
POPULATION (1861-1914IT.)

Keywords: female inequality, emancipation and gender equality, Belarus,
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Actuality: The theme is actual against the background of increased interest
in the study of the status of women in modern society at the turn of XX - XXI
centuries, which requires studying and understanding of the economic, social and
political status of women for a long historic period.

The object of the research: social processes in Belarusian provinces.

The subject of the research: the quantity, social and legal status of women in
1861-1914.

The goal of this graduate work: to show the dynamics of the quantity and
evolution of the social and legal status of women in Belarusian towns in 1861-
1914. Methodological basis: the principles of objectivity, historicism, value
approach. Special historical methods (historical-genetic, historical-systematic) and
quantitative method.

The main theses to be defended. In 1861-1914 female population of the
Belarusian provinces had no political rights, was deprived of the opportunity to
study. Social and legal protection was at a low level, that is the government was
unable to ensure the interests, rights, freedoms of women. But it should be
mentioned that urban women were not limited to strict social traditions. Initiation
of women in public life, the opportunity for women to receive education show
progressive changes in Belarusian towns. Revolutionary actions induced women to
start struggle for their own political rights. Women recieved the right to participate
in various public organizations of that time. The first women's organizations
appear in Belarus at the end of the 19th century as branches of Russian
organizations. Belarusian women's organizations had their own specifics, in
particular, the combination of the struggle for gender equality and the idea of
national revival of the Belarusian ethnos.
