Object of the research is synaesthetic metaphors in short stories of lvan Bu-
nin belonging to different working periods. Aim of the research is to classify syn-
aesthetic metaphors, define dominant components and provide the quantitative es-
timation of each metaphor group. Research methods: continuous sampling method,
descriptive, component analysis method, structural, method of oppositions, quanti-
tative method.

The research showed that the metaphors of sensory channels are the most
distinctive type of metaphors in I. Bunin’s works. They are divided into several
groups. The most numerous group of the metaphors of sensory channels are tactile
metaphors which are also divided into three smaller groups. The most typical at the
beginning of Bunin’s writing career were consistentional metaphors as tactile met-
aphors’ subgroup. But the number of thermal metaphors increases with time. In
Bunin’s late works thermal metaphors are prevailing. What concerns the frequency
of the vocabulary forming the metaphors, the words of the highest frequency are
the ones denoting taste perception (“bitter”, “sweet”) as well as thermal description
“warm”, “cold”, “hot”).

This research is the first analysis of synaesthetic metaphors in the works of I.
Bunin. The author of the research has created the original classification of synaes-
thetic metaphors. Further the research may be expanded by encompassing the texts

of other genres.
The classification of synaesthetic metaphors may be used for further research-

es in linguistics. The results of this work may be used by literary scholars to char-
acterize the writer’s figurative language. This may help to deepen the knowledge
of Bunin’s works in general.
