The object of the study is the relationship between Christianity and socio-
economic development.

The subject of the study is the state of socio-economic development of the
regions in the Republic of Belarus and their Christianization, as well as state policy
in the field of regulating the interaction of religion and state, conducted at the
present stage.

The purpose of the study is to identify the nature of the relationship between
Christianity and socio-economic indicators, to determine the reasons for this
interaction, the main trends and directions, as well as the analysis of the state of
socio-economic development of the regions in the Republic of Belarus and ways to
improve state policy in the area of interaction between Evangelical Protestants and
the state in order to achieve Improvement of socio-economic indicators in the
country.

Methods: scientific literature analysis, descriptive and comparative methods,
search, generalization and classification of studied information.

Degree work is devoted to the study of issues related to the influence of
religion on socio-economic processes. In particular, the influence of biblical
principles on the development of European socio-economic thought is investigated.
The analysis and identification of the positive influence of Christianity on
economic indicators is studied using the example of some Asian countries, as well
as the regions of the Republic of Belarus. The question of the influence of religion
on the country's economic performance at the present stage has been little studied
and uncovered, and therefore it is quite relevant for permanent scientific research.
