Object of the research: the content of the American journals for youth —
«Seventeen» and «Teen Inky.

Research aim: the identification of thematic, genre and language features of
the journals «Seventeen» and «Teen Ink», the dynamics of the interaction between
the media and the youth audience.

Diploma research methods: content analysis, comparative analysis,
descriptive and analytical methods.

Today the work of American colleagues in the field of creating and promoting
youth media is the most professional and advanced, but this experience is being
studied poorly. By highlighting the set of rules that determine the success of media
for young people, this diploma may contribute to a more detailed study of the narrow
segment of the American youth media.

Application of the results: the conclusions made as a result of work on the
research topic can be used in the work of Belarusian youth newspapers and journals.
Relying on the experience of foreign colleagues, the Belarusian press for young
people can highlight the most interesting thematic headings, adjust the range of used
genres, and adapt language facilities to the audience's request, namely, the youth.

Degree of selfishness: in the preparation of this diploma, scientific and
theoretical sources were studied, the most valuable information of which was used in
the text of this work. In the practical part of this diploma, the content of two editions
was analyzed — «Seventeen» and «Teen Ink», namely 215 materials in total in two
mass media.

The diploma is a self-produced research.
