The object of the research is distribution of responsibility between an
international organization and a state.

The purpose of the research - detection of principles of attribution and
distribution of responsibility for the violation of human rights during peacekeeping
operations, identification of problems during attribution and distribution of
responsibility between subjects of international law for the violation of human rights,
while carrying out peacekeeping operations.

Methods of research. The methodological basis of the thesis contains general
and specific scientific methods of research, such as generalization, analysis of
normative base and doctrinal sources, synthesis, modeling and prognostication, also
formal-legal, system-structural, comparative-legal, historical-legal and other
methods.

The results of the work and their novelty. As a result of the use of a set of
complementary research methods, the concept of a peacekeeping operation was
proposed, the relationship between various types of peacekeeping operations and the
norms for attribution of conduct was identified, the test of "effective control” and the
“ultimate authority and control™ test, their application in practice of ECHR and
national courts, identified the most effective of them, suggestions for strengthening
the effectiveness of legal remedies of victims of human rights violations during
peacekeeping operations were proposed.

Used materials
and the results of the diploma work are reliable. The work was done independently.

Recommendations on the usage. The results of the research can be applied in
the process of further research of the problem, in the preparation of monographs and
teaching aids.
