The object of the study public relations with a foreign element developing in
connection with maintenance of the family members

The purpose of the research: on the basis of a system analysis of the conflict-
legal regulation of cross-border alimony relations in national laws and international
treaties, as well as the doctrine to develop proposals for improving the legislation of
the Republic of Belarus in this area

Methods of research: historical, logical, analysis and synthesis method,
analytical, system-structural and others.

As a result of the research it was revealed that the alimony obligations fulfill
the most important social function, they provide the most vulnerable parts of society
with the things that they need: disabled and needy, minors. The existence of gaps in
the family law of the Republic of Belarus such as the absence of a legislatively fixed
term "alimony obligations" is established, etc., that in the Republic of Belarus it is
necessary to adopt the Law on Private International Law, taking into account the
experience of foreign countries, various sources in Russian and English, Including
printed and electronic articles, judgments, and other acts of the organs of
international organizations.

The work is a unique study in Russian, summarizing the main features and
characteristics of the formation and qualification of international customary norms,
including their basic elements.
