Subject of research: the formation and current trends in the development of
a currency regulation system in the People's Republic of China.

Objective: to study methods of establishing and regulating the exchange
rate, the practice of their application in the People's Republic of China and the
possibilities of using this experience in the Republic of Belarus.

Research methods: logical and historical, scientific analysis and synthesis,
comparative and structural analysis, statistical research methods, classification
methods, and system approach.

Obtained results and their novelty: the theoretical and methodological
foundations of currency regulation are examined; the analysis of currency
regulation in the People's Republic of China at the present stage is carried out, the
analysis of the trade and balance of payments of the People's Republic of China is
carried out; perspectives of yuan renminbi internalization are determined; the
policy of exchange rate regulation of the Belarusian ruble in the post-crisis period
is considered and recommendations for improving exchange rate regulation in the
Republic of Belarus are suggested.

Area of possible practical application: the obtained research results can be
used to improve currency regulation in the Republic of Belarus.
