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The purpose of the master thesis is to establish the semantic structure of the
adjectives of the synonymic row ymmnwui; to identify the characteristics of their
functioning in the texts of book styles.

The object of research are the adjectives ymmsiii, neenynwviii, myopuiil,
cmoluiienst s a units of language and speech.

Research methods: the method of continuous sampling of linguistic units;
the descriptive method, including observation, interpretation and classification of
linguistic material; the method of component analysis, used for identifying the se-
mantic structure of the adjectives; the contextual analysis, used for identifying the
meanings of the adjectives in particular contexts; comparative quantitative analysis
of material.

As a result, a comprehensive study on the example of the adjective ymnuwui
and its synonyms, we have analyzed the main features of the internal structure of
the lexical-semantic level of the Russian language and some semantic and stylistic
differences between the two areas of functional speech.

The trustworthiness of the conclusions is confirmed with the references to
lexicographic and theoretical sources, as well as with the representation from the
analyzed speech material (960 contexts), obtained using two subcorpuses of RNC.

The thesis was completed independently.

Research results can be used in the course of stylistics, in courses of Russian
as a foreign language

The thesis consists of 155 pages, includes 3 tables, 2 diagrams, 8 appendices
(66 p.p.). Bibliographic list includes a total of 33 sources.
