THE ABSTRACT

The subject of the research is the specifics of the journalist's activity in the zone
of extraordinary events.

The subject of the study were materials of news agencies of Belarus and
Russia, publications of Belarusian and Russian media about emergency events.

The work is based on the studies of B. Smirnov, E. Dolgopolova, V. Amirov
and others.

In the graduate study, descriptive, analytical, comparative methods were used.

The information base was made up of educational publications of Belarusian
and foreign authors on this topic, interviews, materials and factual data presented on
the Internet.

The main purpose of the thesis was to analyze the specifics of the activities of
journalists when covering emergency events.

For the successful implementation of this goal, the following tasks are
formulated and solved in the thesis:

¢ Identify the specifics of extreme journalism, emergency activities;

e Consider the range of psychological issues arising in the workplace in
the emergency zone, the problems associated with the psychology of
emergencies;

e Identify the moral, ethical, psychological, legal aspects of the
journalist's activities in emergency situations. Assess the ways of
presenting extraordinary events in the materials of news agencies;

e Investigate the specifics of coverage of extraordinary events on
examples of the media;

e Study the history of journalistic activities in emergency situations;

e Analyze constructive and destructive methods of presenting traumatic
information in the media.

The scientific novelty of this work is that a small amount of work is devoted to
the analysis of all aspects of journalistic activity in emergency zones.
