The object of research is the attitude of parents to the family.

The subject of the study — the features of the relation of the parents to the
large family.

The purpose of the study is to study the characteristics of the relationship to
the family of the parents.

The study put forward the hypothesis that the attitude to family differs from
mothers and fathers in many children family.

In the course of the study were used the following research methods:
theoretical analysis, empirical study of many children families; psychological,
educational, sociological collection methods (pedagogical observation, interview,
questionnaire, diagnostic methods).

The novelty of the research lies in the study of differences in relation to the
family of fathers and mothers.

The result was obtained the following results.

Mothers seek to maintain a dominant position in the family. As a rule, the
mother in the many children family is the head of the family, solving financial,
household and other issues of family organization, single-handedly taking most of
the decisions that determine the lives of family members, often without taking into
account their personal preferences.

For fathers, in contrast, is more typical barred attitude to everything
happening in the family. Perhaps this is due to unconscious and/or conscious desire
to avoid excessive voltage stress arising in the family due to their many children.

Based on the theoretical analysis of the problem and results developed
recommendations for the parents of many children.
