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Aim of research: to examine tourism as a mass culture phenomenon in the
Republic of Belarus, to specify the way the tourist product is created within the
framework of mass culture values and priorities.

Object of research: tourism as a mass culture phenomenon.

Subject of research: tourism as a mass culture phenomenon in the Republic
of Belarus.

Methods of research. The research methodology is determined by the
peculiarities of the object of research and its objectives. The methodology is based
on consistency and comprehensiveness, typical for cultural studies, which allowed
us to consider the tourism as a mass culture phenomenon.

During the analysis of mass tourism as a cultural phenomenon we relied on
the fundamental cultural, philosophical and sociological works of foreign and
Russian scientists. To study the phenomenon of the mass culture the works of J.
Ortega y Gasset, G. Tulchinsky, D. Bell, H. Marcuse, A. Toffler, A. V. Kostina as
well as materials from culturological encyclopedias were taken as a basis.

To study tourism the works of Ph. Kotler, O. Loyko, M. Zhuravleva,
M. Vinokurov, G. Yakovlev, V. Saprunova, S.Kamensky, O. V. Bezzubova,
M. Bud’ko, A. S. Galizdra, materials provided by the largest tourist Internet portals
were used.

Description of the phenomenon of mass culture required the use of
analytical-descriptive and structural-functional methods, which allowed us to
consider tourism in the context of mass culture. During the study of mass tourism
the typological, phenomenological and empirical (observation, description,
comparison) methods were used.

Results of research. The results of the research can be used to create new
tourist projects in the Republic of Belarus as well as for study of certain
disciplines, such as “Tourism in the Republic of Belarus” and “Mass culture”.
