This image appeared in the world literature long before
Shakespeare, but after Shakespeare’s tragedy its use and interpretation by the poets
and writers began all over the world.

The object of study — «The Danish History» by Saxo Grammaticus,
«Hamlet» by Shakespeare, «The Spanish Tragedy» by T. Kyd, «Rosencrantz and
Guildenstern Are Dead» by T. Stoppard, «The Black Prince» by I. Murdoch,
«Georg Letham: Physician and Murderer» by E. Weiss, «Im Wirbel der Berufung»
by G. Hauptmann, «Hamlet; or, the long night comes to an end» by A. Ddoblin,
«Tragic history» by F. Belleforest, «Hamlet» by J.-F. Ducis, «Armance» by
Stendhal, the film adaptation of «Hamlet» by G. Kozintsev, «Hamlet» by F.
Zeftirelli, «Hamlet goes into business» by A. Kaurismaki.

Subject of research — the image of Hamlet and its reception in the culture
of the 20" century.

Objective — to discover in the culture of the 20" century works with
Hamlet's story and explore the options for reception of the Hamlet's image in the
world culture of the twentieth century.
