ABSTRACT

The object of the research are the verbs in the short story by A. P. Chekhov
"The Man in a Case". The main unit of observation is the verbal word form,
functioning in a literary text. Over 570 word usages representing 272 lexemes are
analyzed in the paper.

The subject of the research is the semantic aspect of verbs functioning in a
literary text.

The purpose of the paper is to identify the functional-semantic peculiarities
of verbs in a literary text.

The materials of research: 1) the text of the short story " The Man in a
Case"; 2) articles of explanatory dictionaries; 3) data from the National corpus of
the Russian language; 4) scientific papers on the research topic.

Research methods: the method of continuous sampling of linguistic units;
the descriptive method, including observation, interpretation and classification of
linguistic material; the method of component analysis, used for identifying the
semantic structure of the verbs; the contextual analysis, used for identifying the
meanings of the verbal forms in particular contexts; approaches of quantitative
analysis of material.

Scientific novelty of paper consists in revealing the features of verbs
functioning in the short story by A. P. Chekhov, classifying verbs using a taxonomy
of verbs, adopted in the RNC, and the description of lexical-semantic groups.

Research results can be applied in the course of stylistics and in the practice
of teaching.

The trustworthiness of the conclusions is confirmed with the references to
lexicographic and theoretical sources, as well as with the large amount of
researched material.

The paper was completed independently by the student.

Research results can be practicable for teaching Chinese students a verb in
courses of Russian as a foreign language and lexicology of modern Russian
language, as well as studying A. P. Chekhov’s author style.
