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The purpose of the work is to analyze the current state and trends of the
development of international tourism as well as the evaluation of the features of
tourism development in the Republic of Belarus.

The subject of the study is international tourism.

Research methods: analysis of statistical data, scientific articles in periodicals,
analysis of scientific researches, works of national and foreign economists on trends
in the development of international tourism, and the construction of econometric
models to evaluate the impact of various factors on tourism and forecasting.

In the process of work, the following results were achieved: tourism is the most
important stimulator of economic growth in many fast developing countries. It has a
significant impact on the formation of GDP and provides employment of the
population. The development of tourism in any country, region depends on a whole
range of factors, conditions and resources.

The novelty of the results is that with the help of the econometric model was
made a forecast that represents the growth of export of tourism in Belarus by more
than 50% in the next 30 years. Also were determined the factors that have an impact
on the costs and incomes of tourism in the country.

Degree of implementation and recommendations for the implementation of the
results: was made an analysis of world tourism and tourism in Belarus in particular. It
can be concluded that it is necessary to reduce the amount of collective
accommodation facilities in the Republic of Belarus, as well as to increase the
demand for them in the country. It is necessary to take into account the factors that
influence tourism. Received data can be used in the National program of the
development of tourism in the Republic of Belarus.
