Sources on the history of the genus Dunko in the State Institution «National
Historical Archive of Belarus»

The volume of work is 52 pages, including names of used sources and
literature — 65, applications — 1.

Key words: GENEALOGY, GENUS, PEDIGREE, GENEALOGICAL TREE,
METRIC BOOK, REVIZSKAYA TALE, CENSUS OF POPULATION.

Peasants in the period of the entry of Belarusian lands in the composition of the
GDL, Rzecz Pospolita and the Russian Empire were the predominantly large class.
Nevertheless, peasant genera, to which the genus Dunko belongs, are not sufficiently
studied in modern historiography. In addition, the methodological approaches to the
study of genealogy of a particular kind need now to be generalized and popularized,
which actualizes the theme of the thesis.

The purpose of this work is to conduct a genealogical study of the genus
Dunko.

The object of the research is the genealogical sources stored in the NIBA
archival holdings. The subject of the study is the history of the genus Dunko.

During the research methods of analysis and synthesis, analogies, historical-
comparative method, archival heuristics and questioning (non-standardized
interviews) were used.

Conducting a genealogical study can be divided into five stages: 1)
interrogation of relatives; 2) determining the geographical boundaries of origin of
archival documents and institutions in which they are stored; 3) work in an archival
institution; 3.1) study of sources of mass origin; 3.2) studying the sources of different
classes; 4) analysis of the found materials; 5) graphical representation of the
information found - building a family tree, tables, etc. As a result of the research,
based on a survey of relatives, study of periodical press materials, archival heuristics,
the genealogy of the genus Dunko was compiled, including nine generations, until
about the middle of the 18th century.

The results obtained can be used for genealogical studies of peasant and
middle-class genera, the development of methodological documents, the writing of
generalized works on the history of Belarus, genealogy and other areas of scientific
research. The results of the research were developed by the author of the thesis in
person and are based on independent conclusions. Other authors did not participate in
the study.
