We
consider the personality of Socrates and Diogenes, based on their backgrounds and
their philosophy, it was concluded that the philosophy was for them not only
theoretical knowledge, but a way of life, as well as their outlook. That's how
thinkers cope with difficulties, and the way they live - is a vivid illustration of that
philosophy is not just knowledge, but the essence of their lives.

2. Reconstructed specificity of the Middle Ages. The philosophy of
Augustine, is a journey, physical and spiritual, to which human activity replaces
the Divine. Abelard is separated from the human mind the divine wisdom.

3. Proven that using philosophy as a way of thinking, a way of constructing
cognitive activity and its methods of research work of Montaigne, dedicated to the
most diverse areas of life, has become incredibly in demand at the time. Thus
Michel de Montaigne through education has incorporated into his philosophy and
his experience all the values of this era, proving that it is not necessary to be
not like others that would be best.

4. We consider the freedom of choice to the world an example of Bléza
Pascal. Being a genius from birth, with such early detection abilities in
mathematics, Pascal linked his life with religion, stressing the fact that he has the
right to form their own worldview. It is thanks to the religious vision of the world
Pascal began to shape his philosophy of "thinking reed", combining her own bodily
weakness, free mind and an optimistic faith.
