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Thesis’ aim — reconstruct Plato’s views on the state structure and the nature
of public life in the most important moments. Object — oldest theory of the state
and social order. Subject — political philosophy of Plato, in the first place, his
doctrine of the state.

Research methods: method of immanent analysis of texts and comparative
analysis.

The research allowed to draw the following conclusions:

1) it is found that Plato inherited public Greek political culture, the main
stages which phylogenetically are reflected in his work.

2) speaking about the political theories of Plato, be sure to emphasize the
multiplicity and variability of the last.

3) political practice, on the highest level, is the process of lawmaking,
which carries the ruler-philosopher.

4) criticism of democracy by Plato directed not in favor of tyrannical or
aristocratic forms of government. Rather, we should speak about the internal
weaknesses of the democratic system, not allowing him to approach the ideal space
