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Objective: To determine the nature of the relationship of natural philosophy,
ethics, and atheism in philosophy of Epicurus, establishing ethical status in his
teaching.

The object of research: the philosophy of Epicurus.

Subject: Status of ethics in the philosophy of Epicurus.

The methodological base of research constitute scientific methods, the
method of theoretical reconstruction ethics of Epicurus, as a holistic learning and
hermeneutical method to interpret the ideas of Epicurus.

A study the following conclusions were obtained:

1) Pre-emptive effect on the formation of the philosophy of Epicurus, had
the idea of materialism. It offers them a life strategy can be regarded as a
variant of human adaptation to the outside world and the method to create a
fundamentally new ethical attitudes that contribute to a reasonable interaction
between man and nature.

2) According to Epicurus, religion gives the knowledge of the gods, but it is
not the legislator of human behavior. His atheism should be interpreted as the basis
of the moral course of action based on reason and a person's own efforts without
the help of external regulators.

3) The purpose of ethics is to construct a doctrine of the happy life that binds
Epicurus with Atarax and moderation. The moral man, according to Epicurus, will

not harm himself, not to destroy itself as a system of nature.
