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Thesis’ aim — explication of A. Rand ethical concept of rational selfishness
theory and axiology.

Object — A. Rand philosophy and ethical theory.

Subject — A. Rand concept of rational selfishness.

The research allowed to draw the following conclusions:

1) It is found that classical concept of rational egoism maintains that, every
human action is caused by self-interest, however, one must consider other people
interests in order to act rationally, which eventually leads to mutual prosperity.

2) It is revealed that A. Rand ethical concept of rational selfishness is based
on the following items:

o self-interest is the basis of morality, the primary aim of moral human
life is to act according his own rational self-interest, in order to
achieve happiness.

e moral actions should be profitable for the one, who’s doing it, every
human being should care for his own self-interest, not the others’,
which means he should live, expecting nothing from them. He should
neither sacrifice himself, nor demand sacrifices

3) the comparative analysis of A. Rand ethical concept of rational
selfishness and the classical concept of rational egoism revealed their similarity
and difference in several items.

3) It is proved that A. Rand concept of rational selfishness is the modern
variant of classical concept of rational egoism, yet, more scientifically and
philosophically developed, which actualizes its further explication.
