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Thesis’ aim — to reveal features of the formulation and solution of problems of
moral education in the context of the historical types of ethical thought.

Object — the process of moral education of personality.

Subject — interpretation of the specificity of moral education in the history of
ethical thought.

Conclusions:

1) It is established that in the ethics of Ancient Greece formed a link moral
education to the process of self-identity.

2) It is revealed that in the Hellenistic period in the process of moral education
emphasizes self-education, which is associated with the development of individual
philosophical reflection, ascend to wisdom.

3) It is proved that philosophical-ethical thought of the Middle Ages the main
goal of moral education is seen in the salvation of souls.

4) 1t is established that the main values of the Enlightenment in the field of
education was the belief in the omnipotence of reason, ethical norms and moral
categories.

5) It is revealed that in the period of post-classical ethics, moral education is
considered as one of the important aspects of the multifaceted process of identity
formation, the development of individual moral values.

6) It is established that the concept of moral education of philosophers-
existentialists emphasizes the theme of moral creativity of oneself, which is clearly
correlated with the dominant moral self-education.

7) Humanistic ethics considers that the value, including ethical judgments can
be made on the basis of reason. E. Fromm argues that education should promote
development and flourishing of the potential positive abilities and needs.

8) Neotomists derive moral education from Christian morality, religious
provisions of humility, patience, non-resistance to God.

9) Ethics of responsibility makes the person the need to worry about the future.
