The object of research is a marital conflict.

The subject of research is a marital conflict in a young family with children and
without children.

The aim of research is to reveal the features of interpersonal conflicts between
spouses in a young family with children, compared to a young family without
children.

Research methods: theoretical analysis of general and special psychological
literature on the research problem, comparison and generalization of various
scientific approaches and theories, synthesis of available information; test method;
methods of mathematical statistics, methods of data interpretation.

In the course of the work, the following peculiarities of interpersonal conflicts
between spouses in a young family were revealed: change of conflict zones with the
child appearance in a family (for young spouses without children these are «material
needs», «communication culture», «head of family», young couples with children is
«communication», «leisure», «material needsy).

Also, the differences were revealed in the way the conflict situation was
resolved. The dominant ways of explaining the conflict in young families without
children are rejection and boycott. Less often, members of these families resort to
compromise and the use of force. In families with children, the dominant methods of
conflict resolution are explanation, refusal and compromise, and the least pronounced
are methods such as the use of force and boycott.

The results of research can be used in preventive, consultative and psycho-
corrective work with married couples and marrying. The obtained data can be applied
in propagation of psychological knowledge with the purpose of marriage and family
relations strengthening.
