The activities of the 3rd branch of His Own Imperial Majesty's
Chancery (1826-1844)

Keywords: His Imperial Majesty's own office, Il department, police,
Gendarme corps, political investigation.

The relevance of the topic is due to the lack of comprehensive research onthe
activities of the Il department.

The object of the study is the activity of the Il Division of His Own Imperial
Majesty's Chancery.

The subject of the study are measures to create the 11l branch of His Imperial
Majesty's Own Office and the corps of gendarmes in the Russian Empire, the
formation of the apparatus of new state institutions, the formation of a system of
paid and voluntary agents, and the use of the results of the private correspondence
by the staff of the Third Department.

The methodological basis of the thesis is the principles of dialectics and
historicism, scientific and objectivity. They are implemented in an integrated
approach to the study of the historical process. Also, comparative-historical and
system-structural methods developed by domestic and foreign historiography are
applied.

The purpose of the thesis is to comprehensively characterize the activities of
the III Division of His Own Imperial Majesty's Chancery from 1826 to 1844, i.e. in
that period when it was headed by A.Kh. Benckendorff.

Based on the results of the study, the following conclusions were drawn.
Nicholas | considered expanding the scope of the political police as an opportunity
to respond promptly to various domestic political challenges, as well as monitor the
ministries themselves. Excluding any steps to attract at least part of the society to
any kind of participation in political life, the emperor sought to receive reliable
information about public sentiments. The gendarmerie and intelligence network
allowed the government to constantly “feel the pulse” of public opinion and adjust
the vector of domestic policy. But the authorities did not allow public discussion of
their actions, let alone criticism.
