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Actuality: the importance of the chosentopic is due to the weighty role of the
Siberian region, which it plays in modern Russia, which requires paying close
attention to the causes, nature and circumstances of Siberia's accession.

Objectofresearch: political and socio-economic history of Siberia. Subject
of research: the content of the activity of Russian pathbreakers in Siberia in the late
XVI — XVII century.

Objective: revelation of the content and circumstances of the process of
incorporation of Siberia into Russia and the essence of its subsequent integration
into The Russian state in the late XVI — XVII century.

Methods: The theoretical and methodological basis of this work is a
comprehensive approach to the study of the history of the annexation and
development of Siberia, as well as the principles of objectivity, historicism,
systemicity and the principle of value. In writing the thesis used General logical
methods (analysis and synthesis, deduction and induction, modeling and synthesis),
as well as traditional special historical methods: historical and genetic, comparative,
and systematic method.

The study conclusions show the nature of the process of Siberia's accession
and its subsequent development in Russia: the process of Siberia's accession to
Russia had a heterogeneous nature, which included both the features of conquestand
the voluntary entry of territories; the study of the process of economic development
suggests the desire of the central government to make Siberia a full self-sufficient
region within the Russian state, this is evidenced by the active development of
agriculture, which allowed to solve the food issue by the end of the XVII century,
and the development of urban industry, which allowed to bring the Siberian city on
the same level with the cities in the European part of Russia.
