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The relevance of the topic: the Black sea Straits for centuries had for Russia
a great economic and strategic importance. This issue is currently connected with
the issues of the country's defense capability and the geopolitical position of Russia
not only in the black sea region, but also on the world stage.

The objectof study — the problem of the Black sea Straits in Russian foreign
policy in 1908-1914.

The subject is the growing crisis in the foreign policy of the Russian Empire
on the Black Sea Straits, which was the prologue of the first world war.

The methodological basis of the thesis was the research methods: historical—
system, problem Chronological, method of interpretation.

The aim of the thesis is a comprehensive description of international relations
undertaken by the leading European States and the negotiations on changing the
status Of the black sea Straits from 1908 to 1914.

According to the results of the study were the following conclusions: the
Bosnian crisis of 19081909 ended with the victory of the German—Austrian military
bloc, Russia was unable to secure free passage for its warships through the Straits;
offer of Russia to open the Straits to her warships in response to help Turkey during
the Italo—Turkish war of 1911-1912, has not found international supportbecause of
the negative position of the UK; the Balkan wars.

1912-1913 Turkey was sharply weakened, but the position of the leading
European States did not allow Russia to restore control over the Straits; on the
Eve of world war |, the Balkan policy of the Russian Empire was defeated,
which was the result of countering not only opponents, but alsoits future allies
who do not want to strengthen the positions of the Russian Empire.
