This thesis consists of 102 pages and includes 7 Appendixes, 10 pictures, 7
tables and 34 sources.

The object of research is the social representation. The research subject is
the features of teachers’ social representation at the students of secondary and high
school. The goal is to characterize the features of teachers’ social representation at
the students of secondary and high school.

The importance of this research consists in timely studying of the teachers'
image seen by children that can break down the developed negative stereotype
about the teacher, by studying of forming of the subjective images, ideals which
are more or less matching reality on the basis of expectations and prior experience.
The image of the teacher is some kind of image of the real and ideal professional
which is connected with the image of the specific person or people, with a set of
certain professionally significant qualities.

The project gives the characteristic of features of teachers’ social
representation of the students of secondary and high school, caused by age
characteristics. Using the pictorial test and creation of verbal descriptions showed
that students of secondary and high school represent an image of the teacher (both
the woman, and the man) as a positive. It became clear that secondary school
pupils are still closer to pupils in junior school that is why the image of the teacher
to some extent kept the authority for them also they see the necessity for care
manifestation and support to them. Also, it became clear that students in high
school are oriented to self-representation in the future, therefore they mark out,
first of all, teachers' qualification in the offered knowledge to pupils that after
graduation from school they have "substantive” baggage behind their shoulders.

The novelty of a research consists in forming of the model of social
representations of the teacher by pupils; in systematization of the factors
determining the efficiency of their forming, considering age features of
development of students in the secondary and high school and psychological bases
of forming social representations in their minds.

Using statistical processing of empirical material showed the reliability of
the revealed features.
