ABSTRACT

""Liberated theatre' in Prague: history and its influence on social and
political life (1923-1948).

The thesis is devoted to the study of the history of "Liberated theatre" in
Prague as a phenomenon of socio-political modernization of Czech society in the
years of the First Republic and the post-war development of Czechoslovakia until
1948.the author Considers the emergence, creative evolution and influence on the
socio-political processes of one of the most avant-garde theatres of interwar
Czechoslovakia, which represented the views of the left-oriented creative
intelligentsia and became one of the symbols of the democratic First Republic.

The object of research is the socio-political and cultural life of
Czechoslovakia in the mid-1920s to mid — 1940s.

The subject of study was a public work of activists and the founders of the
"Liberated theatre" in the complex twists and turns of domestic and foreign political
situation in Czechoslovakia in the 1930s and 1940s.

The structure of the work consists of an introduction, four chapters,
conclusion of the list of references and sources, applications. The total volume is 49
pages. The bibliographic list consists of 52 items, including literature in Russian and
Czech languages.

The result of the research: it is shown that the work of the "Liberated
theatre”, mainly the Czech cultural figures Jan Verij and Jiri Voskovec was a
mobilizing factor that contributed to the consolidation of Czech society in the face
of threats of fascism and authoritarianism in domestic politics and revisionist plans
of Hitler's Germany. At the same time, the activity of the" Liberated theater" acted
as a bridge for the establishment of cultural cooperation with the countries of the
West and Russia, creating a unique tradition of public socio-political criticism by
means of theatrical art.
