SUMMARY
State policy of historical memory of the Second World War in the Republic of
Moldova

The presented work is devoted to the study of state policy regarding the
historical memory of the Second World War in the Republic of Moldova. Based on
the historical works of moldovan and foreign scientists, as well as on the materials
of legislation and journalism, the practices of historical memory are considered in
the work. Manuals of Moldova, Transnistria and Romania in this research are
considered as sources and indicators of the historical and ideological policy of the
state in the long term. The influence of the political conjuncture on the policy of
historical memory was studied, the symbolic influence of memorial complexes,
monuments and memorial places dedicated to the Second World War and the attitude
to them on the part of the authorities were analyzed.

The goal of the study is to identify the pattern of the history of the Second
World War in the Republic of Moldova after the 1991 state ideological and cultural
policy.

The object of the study is the most significant events of the Second World
War in the context of the history of Moldova. The subject of the study is the state
policy of the authorities in the Republic of Moldova regarding the preservation and
rethinking of the memory of the Second World War

The writing of the work was carried out using the following methods of
historical research: historical-genetic, problem-chronological and systemic.

The structure of the work consists of an introduction, three chapters,
a conclusion and a list of sources and literature used. The total volume is 63 pages.
The bibliography includes 102 entries, including literature in Russian and Romanian
and English.

The result of the research: At present, the state policy of the Republic of
Moldova regarding the historical memory of the Second World War is characterized
by the absence of a coherent and consistent strategy. The definitions of the
conceptual bases, directions and difficulties of implementing this policy are
instrumental and depend on the domestic political situation and the geopolitical
influence of other countries in the region.
