ABSTRACT

The Vilnius conflict and international relations in Eastern Europe
(1918-1940)

Key concepts: The Vilnius conflict, Lithuania, Poland, international
relations, the interwar period.

Importance: The questions of the interwar period are important for the reason
of conflicts of mentioned time predetermined modern international relations. The
study of the Vilnius conflict can see all sides the policy of the imperialist powers to
self-determining states. The influence of the Polish-Lithuanian conflict on the policy
of the powers in Eastern Europe is obvious.

Object of the study is Polish-Lithuanian relations 1918 - 1940 yy.

The subject of the study: the struggle for Vilnia and Vilnius region between
Poland and Lithuania during interwar period.

The research aim is analyze the relations between Poland and Lithuania, and
also to demonstrate that the Vilnius conflict has acquired an international character
and was affected not only by the League of Nations, but also by countries of Europe,
the United States, Japan, etc . The theoretical and methodological basis of this
work is an integrated approach to the study of the Vilnius conflict, as well as the
principles of truth, concreteness, objectivity, comprehensiveness, reliance on
historical sources and a historiographical tradition. The following tools were used
during this work writing: methods of historical research, such as narrative, historical-
genetic, structural and systemic; logical methods, among which analysis,
abstraction, generalization, induction and deduction.

In conclusion, the following can be said: an aggressive relationship between
the Polish and Lithuanian states took shape over a long period, in the process of the
common historical reality within the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. Poland
sought to create a state within the borders of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth
in 1772, and Lithuania created an independent state from Poland. With these
aspirations, the main events of the Polish-Lithuanian conflict begun. The structure
and scope of the thesis includes a table of contents, an introduction, four sections,
an opinion, a list of used literature and sources, including 126 positions. The volume
of the text of the written work is 68 pages.
